3. Rev1ew and Dlscuss Draft Report

Cote gave an overview of the Draﬁ Report for the Greater Cornelia Area/West 70™ Street Traffic
Study (dated Oectober 28, 2008) The engineering technical recommendation was the Modified
Arneson Parkway concepf. The preservation of left turn lanes at the major cross streets, a new
traffic signal at West Shore Drive and the addition of bike lanes along the corridor would provide
the necessary safety and “traffic flow for the corridor. However this option may provide a small
reduction in speeds and relatively no chance in the traffic volumes. A number of the SAC
members suggested additional measures, such as roundabouts, be looked at to try and reduce
volume and speed on the corridor. Discussion ensued.

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e Ronald Rich, 7008 West Shore — requested crash data for roads with and without
dedicated left turn lanes

o Kari Ciardelli, 4417 W. 70™ Street — asked the city to downgrade roadway classification
from “B” minor arterial to a collector roadway (as Met Council has it classified)

o Jan Ferrell, 4704 W. 70th — asked to keep the roadway “as is”, keep parking on both sides
of 70" Street. Suggested that the study could include the feasibility of installing turn
arounds in every driveway along the corridor.

e Ronald Rich, 7008 West Shore — stated that all the{options have no method of slowing
speeds on West Shore Drive. Suggested a 25 mphiépeed limit on‘allroadways in the area.

e Harold Babb, 4701 W. 70th — sugf ested removal of “free right turn” on HWY 100 north
bound off ramp to east bound 70" Street. Also is verysconcerned with nnpacts to his
property by the addition of a signal at West Shore Driyé. Asked how the inereased width
of 70™ Street to include bike lanes and left turn signal” ‘would impact the boulevard and
large oak tree along his propertyssExpressed concern that option chosen would not reduce
traffic volumes or speeds along the comdor ‘

e John Metil, 473 W. 66" Street— Concerned W1th the ramifications of changing 70" Street
would have on 66" Street traffic. ‘

e Kiristine Norton, 7007 Cornelia) Dr — Stated that residents want a reduction in speed and to
divert truck trafﬁc/nmse to other locations,

e Colby Wllkms 4515 W. 70th — Concerned/ with authenticity of survey #2 and study
