W. 70t Street (TH 100 to France Avenue) Reconstruction Project

Dear Residents:

Please note that this update is divided into two sections. The first section, Phase Updates, contains
specific information pertaining to particular residents, while the second section, Overall Updates,
contains important information pertaining to all residents.

Phase Updates
Phase 1
(Streets between Cornelia Drive and France Avenue)

Removals

Removal of the existing concrete pavement will commence on April 25. On May 2, Centerpoint
will start removing the existing 24 high pressure gas main and preparing to place a new gas main.
Centerpoint will be performing gas main replacement between West Shore Drive and France
Avenue throughout the month of May and into June.

Utilities

The contractor will begin placing water main near the intersection of Valley View Road and 70t
Street. New valves will be placed to limit the need for long water main shut downs. Residents will
be notified via doorknob hangers prior to any water main shut-off that will affect your water
service. We do not anticipate any water shut-off lasting for more than 2 hours.

Overall Updates

Detour

This is a revision to the April 7 City Extra. The detour signage will be in place on Friday, April 22;
however, 70" Street will not have any barricades in place until Monday, April 25. This will ensure
folks who attend Easter at Christ Presbyterian Church will be able to use 70t Street.

As stated in a previous correspondence, W. 70t Street will only be closed to thru traffic but you will
still be able to access your home during construction. At some point, complete closure of certain
segments of W. 70t Street will take place; however, these closures will only take place during the
day and reopen to traffic at night. Attempts will be made to keep complete closures to a
minimum and we will do our best to ensure affected residents are notified prior to each closure.
