Qualified Artwork:

Accepting all media and styles, traditional, contemporary, experimental, abstract,
digital, photography, sculpture, fiber, ceramics and video or film on DVD. Video
and film highly encouraged.

Theme: Young I's: The Net Generation

We can all choose which photos to like, what statuses to update, or who to friend
request. You essentially have complete control over your online public image. As
a committee we have concluded that sometimes there is truth lost in the
translation between social networking and reality. We invite students to create
and submit artwork, of any medium, as a representation of how technology has
influenced our generation’s ability to control self-image.

Young I's is the second juried youth art show at EAC featuring artwork by area
high school students. The Young I's Committee is made up of Edina teens
committed to the promotion of the visual arts among youth. EAC provides a
venue for young artists to showcase their diverse talents and visions. We intend
for the show to be well-rounded and to include a wide range of artistic
expression.

Exhibition:
Selected artwork will be on exhibit at Edina Art Center’'s Foss Gallery featuring
artwork by Edina high school students and by invitation.

Eligibility:
This juried exhibit is open to Edina youth ages 14-18.

Fee: There is no fee to enter.

Judges:
Our renowned, invited judges will be challenged to select the best pieces for
inclusion in the show and for several awards of excellence and merit.



Awards:

Original works of art will be selected based on artistic vision, including concept
and excellence of the Net Generation theme. There will be 1%, 2", 3" place
awards plus Honorable Mention.

Opening Reception:

Thursday March 1, 5-8pm. The Judges selections will be on view in the gallery
and at 6pm they will make their comments and the award winners will be
announced.

Submitting Entries:
Artists may submit an unlimited number of artworks. Artwork must have a label
on the back with artist name, title, medium and price.

Drop —Off:
Artwork will be dropped off at EAC. Judges will be making their selections based
on the actual work. Digital images are not required.

Unacceptable Content:
Edina Art Center has the right to reject any work based on suitability.

Conditions of Submission:

Sales that result from this exhibit include 35% commission to EAC. Consider this
when pricing or indicate NFS (not for sale). For video and film work, format must
be compatible to DVD players and/or Window Pc’s.

Artist Statement:
Artists are encouraged to submit an artist statement of 100 words or less
describing their approach to the Net Generation theme.
